The Building for Kids – Flu Guidelines

As the H1N1 influenza pandemic continues to evolve, The Building for Kids wants to be ready for it.   With information provided through the school system and the health department, we will try to be alert to warning signs.  Hundreds of children and families visit the museum every day.  If we notice a child who is exhibiting illness symptoms, we must address it in the best interest of all our visitors. 
Fever is defined as a temperature of 100 degrees or higher.  
The Building for Kids has thermometers and sterile disposable sleeves for testing.
Respiratory Symptoms are defined as cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose.  

The Building for Kids has single-use disposable face masks for children and adults.  
If a child complains of any illness symptoms (headache, stomach ache, sore throat, etc.) but is not running a fever, and symptoms are not interfering with his ability to participate in museum activities, offer child a respiratory face mask if willing.  Children who are vomiting or have diarrhea should go home.
If a child complains of non-respiratory symptoms and has a fever, the child should go home.  Child should stay home until fever-free for 24 hours without fever medication (i.e. Tylenol or ibuprofen).

If a child has a fever and respiratory symptoms:  

· Child should go home as soon as possible.  

· If child is on a field trip, that child should be isolated if possible, and parent should be called.

· Child should wear a facemask if willing.  

· Adult caring for the child directly should wear a facemask.  

· Child should stay home until fever-free for 24 hours without medication.  

· Parent should contact the child’s health care provider for treatment advice.

Handwashing is the best defense against disease transmission.
Our staff uses Clorox wipes throughout the museum on railings, exhibits, and surfaces. 

Hand sanitizer is provided throughout the museum for your health and convenience.
